We appreciate that there will continue to be some anxieties about returning to school after we have gone
through such an unprecedented and challenging year. But please be assured we have a rigorous risk assessment
in place to keep everyone as safe as possible. It is important to note that there is a mandatory attendance
expectation in all year groups.
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Our staff are keen to have some ‘normality’ and the prospect of having our children return to the classroom for
the remaining year is wonderful. The well-being and mental health of our pupils remains paramount, so we have
planned some PSHE lessons alongside special English projects next week.

Please ensure your children regularly bring back their reading books and any
school devices they have borrowed.

The Senior Leadership Team have also been reviewing our Covid-19 risk assessment to ensure that
clear systems of control remain in place. As in the autumn term, we will continue to have a
contingency plan in case of bubble outbreaks and communicate those changes to parents as soon
as possible. Staff will continue to wear face coverings when in communal areas of the school
buildings and will remind children to wash their hands regularly.

Red Nose Day

Friday 19" March is Comic Relief day and we will be entering into the fun at Shanklea as
usual.

All the children will be invited to dress in an amusing costume (superheroes etc) or in red
to mark the occasion. Donations may be made online on the School Gateway.

There will also be the opportunity to enter a red nose day competition.

EYFS and KS1 could draw their favourite book character with an additional red nose.
Entries should be brought in on Friday and the teachers will choose winners.

KS2 pupils are asked to think about their favourite joke and each class will host a comedy
show to find the favourites.

As a school we will also be completing a Comic Relief Egg (red nose) and spoon challenge -
where we will attempt to walk more than the 100kms set by the One Show Challenge. We are
asking children to bring in a spoon and their red nose for this event. 100kms is not enough for
Shanklea - we are aiming for 500km - remember to look on Facebook to see how we get on!

Free School Meals

Now that all pupils have returned to face-to-face teaching, all children are able to access a tasty, nutritious meal
at school. These meals are free to those who are eligible for free school meals, including Universal Free School
Meals for children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2.

The government also has a scheme to support individuals, families and children with food and other essentials
outside of term-time through the COVID Winter Grant Scheme, which will operate through the Easter holidays.
This scheme, run by local authorities, operated successfully in the Christmas and February half-term holidays and
ensures that families and children who require it, including those eligible for means tested free school meals, can
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receive the support they need. Eligible families will receive Hugg vouchers as before.
