· They are usually sold by “Drug dealers” who are c_________.  They often support other crime (Like terrorism)
· They are illegal as they cause some v________ bad effects upon your body, and can even k___________ you!!
· Illegal drugs are not regulated and can be dangerous and d____________ as they are not prepared safely.
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Although drugs have many “Street names”
Examples include:
· Marijuana or cannabis
· Cocaine
· Heroin
· Ecstasy
· LSD (Acid Tabs)
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
